Class Goals

This is a one-year course.  Students are expected to have previous experience with color theory, grid drawing, perspective, figure drawing, the elements of art and principles of design, and major historical art movements.  This course is less structured than beginning art and emphasizes more creativity, risk-taking, and independent choices.  Students will create a portfolio of all work and will be graded based on individual growth.  A variety of materials will be used, historical art movements and aesthetics will be heavily stressed, and the ability to express intended emotions through the elements and principles of design will be the prime components of all lessons.  The students will also be expected to increase their reading and writing skills and learn more about art colleges and careers.

· Students analyze, assess, and derive meaning from works of art, including their own, according to the elements of art, the principles of design, and aesthetic qualities.

Connecting and Applying What Is Learned in the Visual Arts to Other Art Forms and Subject Areas and to Careers 

· Students apply what they learned in the visual arts across subject areas. They develop competencies and creative skills in problem solving, communication, and management of time and resources that contribute to lifelong learning and career skills. They also learn about careers in and related to the visual art.
